The Itchen Valley Parish Council support the importance placed on design and its fit into the natural
enviroment, and the emphasis placed on local village design statements, although we feel it inappropriate
for all buidings to only reflect the past when designed. We also support the need for master plans but
believe this should be extended to all businesses with significant landholdings. (SD6)

We support the notion of protecting views but it is also important to restore lost views where possible,
views along the Itchen in particular are important ot our community.(SD7)

The Parish Council supports SDNP endeavours to preserve and ehancee the tranquility and night skys
within the Park.(SD8&9)

We support the SDNP approach to protecting rural roads including those within villages, particularly the
recreational value of historic rural roads, but'it is:also vital that in accessing the-arterial roads, damage is
not done to the setting of the River ltchen and.its.surroundings.

The ltchen Valley Parish Council also support the use of roads by cyclists and pedestrians and the
development of recreational facilities-within the park for cyclists, pedestrians and horse riders, we do not
support the development of byways for motorised vehicles. Improving access throughout the park also
requires a matching management response, to ensure increased visitors don’t over whelming local
communities and assuming rights that don’t exist (i.e. right to roam).

We agree with the SDNP approach to the development of disused railways and agree that the
infrastructure Development Plan includes the creation of a non-motorised route along the disused railway

from Kings Worthy to Alresford.

What improvements or changes would you suggest?

Where arterial roads run alongside world class natural features that access points are restricted and are of
an appropriate nature to fit with the rural environment.

That further development of recreational facilities in the park should be accompanied by a strategy to
mitigate their impact on villages and the rural road  network, for example the quality of the cycling in the
Itchen Valley has produced anti-social aspects;

1. Large number of cyclist travelling fast through villages
Silent approaches startling pedestrians
Cycling 2 abreast on arterial roads and country lanes delaying traffic
Loud talking and music
Dropping litter in the hedgerow/road sidings

6. Night time cycling
We'd like to see as a minimum a set of guidelines published forthe various categories of recreational users
of the park with advice on how to conduct themselves whilst in the National Park.

The SDNP should make it explicit that the Right to Roam is not universal across the park.

Support should be given to communities if additional facilities are required due to increased access across
the park, retained CIL should be used for this purpose.

Itchen Valley Parish Council represents the 4 villages of Itchen Abbas, Easton, Martyr Worthy and Avington.
The SDNP draft housing allocation shows a target of 8 houses allocated to just one of our villages, ltchen
Abbas. We are concerned that this allocation does not go far enough; over the last 25 years 80 new houses
have been built withinthe Parish, 70 of which are located within the SDNP. The new houses were
distributed across all 4 of our villages. The Parish completed its Parish Plan in 2014 which indicated that
there is unmet demand for new houses to meet local needs. This includes appropriate housing for down
sizers, retiring local workers who need rehousing, young families with a connection to the Valley and those
working in the local mainly agricultural and service industry. (SD23)

The Parish Council is located close to the Parks Boundary with Winchester. We do not support both the
provision of sites within the National Park for Gypsies and Travellers nor the number of sites proposed. Our
objection is based on the failings with the current legal framework, which does not support local
communities or landowners who suffer the consequences of poorly managed sites and illegal
encampments. We believe the housing needs of this group must be carefully considered and
accommodated by the local authority outside the park area.(SD26)

What improvements or changes would you suggest?

We would like to see the target number of houses forthe Itchen Valley moderatley increased during the
life of the plan. We would like to empasise that there needs to be a mix of houses and they should be of an
appropriate size to meet the stated needs of the groups above. We also believe that the draft allocation
should not be centreed on a single village . The Parish Council are considering the need for a local
Neighborhood Development Plan. (SD23)
